AGENDA ITEM #1 - CALL TO ORDER

	The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

AGENDA ITEM #2 - APPROVAL OF MINUTES

	The minutes of May 6, 2024 were approved as submitted.

Manager Petrucci reported that township staff are having discussions with Kingdom Life Family Center staff regarding the traffic issues during their community food bank events.  There is nothing to report at this time and there is no need for the Commission to take any further action o the issue.

	B. Fire Companies Report

Chief Diaz submitted the response report via email for Cetronia for the month of May 2024.  It is included as an attachment to these minutes.  Cetronia responded to seventy calls for the month of May 2024.

Chief Garger submitted the response report via email for Greenawalds for the month of May 2024.  It is included as an attachment to these minutes.  

Mr. Frantz read the following email report from Chief Garger concerning Greenawalds.

Greenawalds has been busy on a number of other fronts.  We currently have several members who recently completed or are currently enrolled in advanced rope rescue courses.  We also have members going through Driver/Operator Pumper certification.   On Memorial Day, Greenawalds hosted about 30 members and people from the neighborhood for a workout to honor the lives of fallen service members, especially its namesake “Murph” for Lt. Michael Murphy.  Everyone completed a 1-mile run followed by 100 pull-ups, 200 push-ups, 300 squats, and another mile run.  Members have also been working with personnel from Dorney Park on various types of emergency situations that could occur on their property.  We participated in an MCI drill, a walkthrough of emergency procedures for the new roller coaster, a confined space exercise, and tonight we are working on water rescue skills.  We also hosted a Gun Bingo at the firehouse this past weekend which was largely successful to help raise funds for our department and the furtherance of our mission to the community.  Throughout the summer we will continue with a rigorous training schedule including live fire scenarios, operations in vacant structures among other fire and rescue disciplines.

On 5/23 we had significant storms that came through the greater Greenawalds area causing significant damage and downed trees and wires.  Members assisted with identifying hazards and removing trees in the roadway and analyzing damaged properties.

Chief Neas submitted the response report via email for Tri-Clover for the month of May 2024.  It is included as an attachment to these minutes.

Chief Search reported that Woodlawn responded to ninety-six calls for the month of May 2024.  Included in these calls were many related to storm damage from the May 23, 2024 storm.

C. Emergency Management Team Report

Coordinator Kelly submitted the Emergency Management report via email for the month of May 2024.  It is included as an attachment to these minutes.

The township is looking to partner with other townships to purchase the software to help track EOC events.  This partnership will result in a significant price reduction for the software.

There is a new individual responsible for emergency management at the Luther Crest Healthcare community.

	D. Police Report

Sergeant Grozier submitted the response report for the police for the month of May 2024.  It is included as an attachment to these minutes.  The Police responded to one thousand, four-hundred and fifty-three calls, had ninety-two reported crimes, made thirty-five arrests, issued one hundred and fifty-nine citations and three-hundred and fifty-five warnings for the month of May 2024.

1. Blue Envelope Program

Interim Chief Brown reported that the police participate in the Blue Envelope Program from Lehigh Valley Health Network.  This program assists individuals with autism spectrum disorder drivers and their interactions with law enforcement personnel.  A blue envelope is kept in a vehicle and contains important papers and information regarding the driver as well as suggestions for law enforcement personnel on how to effectively interact with the driver. 

	E. Emergency Medical Services Report

Director of Operation Carrie Frey reported that Cetronia responded to three-hundred and seven calls for the month of May 2024.  Three of those calls were handled my mutual aid providers.

	F. Parkland School District Report

Dr. Naradko reported that high school graduation will be held on June 4, 2024 at the PPL Center in Allentown.  The last day of the school year will be on June 7, 2024.

Any emergency services organization desiring to use school district facilities over the summer should submit their requests to the school district.

I. Review of Public Safety Commission Bylaws

Manager Petrucci presented the idea of adding an agenda item to the meetings where members can introduce safety topics for discussion.  The bylaws for the Commission adopted under Resolution 2015-26 do not currently delineate a specific format or content of meeting agendas.

A motion was made and approved for township staff to develop a template and add an agenda item to be used to bring safety items affecting the township to the Commission for discussion.

Several members of the Commission indicated that they had reviewed the bylaws and wished to have discussions about changing some of the bylaw sections.  One of these changes involves changing the Parkland School District representative from the District Superintendent to the District Director of Safety and making that position a non-voting advisory position.  A review and discussion of the bylaws will be included as an agenda item for the July meeting.
